Student Tickets for participation in a Master Class: $30 per student, entitling the

student to one student entrance ticket plus one accompanying adult auditor ticket

for the Master Class as well as one ticket each for the Gala Concert on Saturday

evening.  Additional tickets to both the Master Classes and the Gala Concert will be

available for pre-purchase at $10.00 per ticket, or at $12.50 per ticket payable at

the door.  No admission without a valid ticket, purchased tickets are non-refundable. 

How? Master Class spots will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.   In order for

teachers to secure a spot for their student(s), please mail the attached application

form to: MUSICA MUSIC SCHOOL, 88 Laird Drive, TORONTO, ON    M4G 3V1, together

with a currently dated cheque from each teacher.  Please note: do NOT send

students’ cheques but please mail in ONE teacher’s cheque for ALL students from a 

studio; make your cheque payable to MUSICA MUSIC SCHOOL, in the amount of $30.00

for each master class spot requested.  Teachers entering students in the Toronto

event will receive one complimentary ticket only per teacher to audit the Master

Classes in Toronto. TEACHER’S BONUS: For every 5 (five) students that a teacher

enters for the Toronto master classes, that teacher will receive ONE complimentary

ticket to the Gala concert.

Spots will be allocated on a first come, first served basis.   Incomplete applications will NOT be

considered.
